RMC elbow is made from the same rigid, heavy-walled galvanized steel strip as straight RMC, to change the direction of 

the conduit run. It is used to route electrical wiring around corners or obstacles, follow specific pathways, and maintain 

continuous protection for wires.

Note:

1. The dimension tolerance follows the specification of straight RMC.
